Structure 
· Writes to the prompt (big event in the middle answers the prompt)

· Needs a big event (main idea) in each category (paragraph)

· Has a beginning, middle, and end

· At least 2 related details in each category (paragraph)

· Response is 3 paragraphs

Descriptive Language 
· None of these words are used: said, good, nice, fun, happy, sad, saw, heard, like (unless for a simile), love

· At least 3 adjectives in the response
· At least 1 adverb
· At least 1 simile 

· At least 1 sensory detail per paragraph
· At least 2 temporal words

· Use at least 3 details to describe actions, thoughts, and feelings
Sentences 
· Setting (time) identified in opening sentence
· Opening sentence does not start with “I”

· No more than 2 sentences per paragraph start with “I”

· At least 3 transitional words/phrases

· Closing sentence ends story and connects to the prompt or beginning or next experience
· Key word from prompt is in the writing
Mechanics, Spelling, Production
· All sentences are punctuated

· Each compound sentence has an appropriate comma

· All necessary capital letters are in place

· All paragraphs are indented (if applicable)

· All grade-level appropriate words are spelled correctly
· Untaught words are spelled using generalizations
· Product is legible
